With Sympathy  
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What keeps moving even when we are not?  Time .  Although we have 
tried to conquer time, manipulate time, even create time machines, it has 
never worked to everyoneôs satisfaction.  It never will, for time means dif-
ferent things to everyone.  Time comes and goes at its typical pace of 60 
seconds per minute; 3,600 seconds per hour; 86,400 seconds per day; 
and 31,536,000 seconds per year.   Wow.  That took a few seconds to 
say, and those seconds will be lost forever.   
 
Even though man, in 1884, officially established the 24 standard time 

zones corresponding to the lines of longitude, not everyone is pleased with the changes made to local 
standard time.  Great Britain was the first country to establish a standard time zone for a region.  Some 
countries have established additional time zones to meet their own needs.  Some standard times never 
change, while others change in the spring and fall.  This ñspring forwardò and ñfall backwardò concept 
may temporarily disrupt sleep, work, and play routines.  However, it is designed to give us more time in 
the sun to have more fun.  Originally, Daylight Saving time was implemented in the United States dur-
ing 1907 and widely used to conserve coal during WWI.  Following the 1973 oil embargo, the U.S. 
Congress extended Daylight Saving Time to eight months, rather than the normal six months.  During 
that time, the U.S. Department of Transportation found that observing Daylight Saving Time in March 
and April saved the equivalent in energy of 10,000 barrels of oil each day - a total of 600,000 barrels in 
each of those two years.  (source:  www.webexhibits.org)   
 
While many people feel that it is a hassle to change clocks, it soon becomes a habit.  This is especially 
true when interstate businesses are affected.  Commerce and travel are definitely linked to time.  In 
November of 1883, the four time zones were proposed for the continental United States to accommo-
date travel by trains.  The time zones were eventually established as Eastern, Central, Mountain, and 
Pacific.  As train travel was much faster than other modes, changes in time needed to occur to match 
train schedules.  Prior to that, a traveler would change their clock by one minute for every 12 miles 
travelled, which meant local time could be used throughout the travel period.     
 
Most of Indiana will again spring forward (advance clocks one hour ) at 2:00AM on Sunday, March 
13, 2011 to enjoy daylight saving time.  This includes Greenfield.  We will fall back one hour on Sun-

day, November 6, 2011 at 2:00AM.  Indiana has long been a hotbed of controversy over time changes; 
but officially, in 2006, we began to implement daylight saving time.  This year, we will follow the eight-
month period of daylight saving time.   
 
As humans, we have become chained to time.  There are hundreds of songs which illuminate the 
beauty of time, the lack of time, how time is spent. . .  Probably one of the best known songs is Jim 
Croceôs ñTime in a Bottle.ò  Another song might be, ñDoes Anybody Really Know What Time It Is?ò  
Three more favorites include:  ñAs Time Goes By,ò ñRock Around the Clock,ò and ñYesterday.ò  So, no 
matter what time of day it is; or if you are a clock watcher; or youôre stuck in a time warp, enjoy every 
minute you have each day.  Now, stop wasting time and get back to work! 
 
Obviously this is a good time for a joke?  Question:  How does the tree in the top of the courthouse in 
Greensburg get watered?  Answer:  By the ñspringò in the clock. 
 
One more thing.  Remember to set your clocks forward one hour before going to bed 
on Saturday, March 12th ; or you may be óalarmedô by your tardiness come Sunday or 

Monday morning.  Your boss doesnôt want to hear you say, ñI Didnôt Know What Time It 

Was.ò  As Iôm all out of time, itôs time for me to slip away and keep on ñticking, ticking.ò
