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Today life seems to be so hectic, so we tend to live for the moment.  
It wasnôt always so.  There was a time, in the not too distant past, 
when we enjoyed leisurely time with family and friends.  When we 
appreciated the efforts of others.  When we honored the memory of 
those lost in battle and even the memory of those who have gone 
before us.  
 
As Memorial Day approaches, it is a good time to reflect on the 
meaning and history of this observance.  Originally called Decora-
tion Day,  it was established in the 1860ôs and formalized by a proc-
lamation in 1868 by General John Logan , national commander of 
the Grand Army of the Republic.  It was a day to remember those 
lost in the service to their nation (originally in the Civil War).  After 
WWI, most states accepted the move to remember all who have 
lost their lives in any war.   
 
While many cities and citizens no longer follow a traditional obser-
vance of Memorial Day, there are still several communities who 
conduct parades, hold memorial services, and decorate the graves 
of our fallen heroes.  Beginning in the late 1950ôs, and continuing 
today, the 3rd U.S. Infantry  placed small American flags at each of 
the more than 260,000 gravesites in Arlington National Cemetery.  
The 1,200 soldiers patrol the grounds 24 hours a day during Memo-
rial Day weekend to ensure that flags remain in place and flying.   
 
In similar fashion, Boy Scouts  and Cub Scouts decorate 15,000 
graves at the Jefferson Barracks National Cemetery in St. Louis.  
Likewise, at Fredericksburg and Spotsylvania National Military Park 
in Virginia, Girl Scouts and Boy Scouts place a candle on approxi-
mately 15,300 graves.  These traditions continue to this very day. 
 
As we approach another Memorial Day, there are things we all can 
do to make it more meaningful than ñjust another three-day week-
end.ò  Hang your flag, visit the Hancock County Veterans Park, 
decorate the graves of family and friends who have died in service 

to their country, and remember those who 
have blessed us with our freedoms through 
the ultimate sacrifice of their lives.  Pause to 
reflect on the true meaning of May 30th.   One 
day a year isnôt asking too much to honor all 
who have given their all so that we might be 
free.
