>All preschool applications must be completed in its entirety. Names and numbers listed for emergencies must be
people who can be contacted. Any changes to thisinformation must be given to the office ASAP.

>Preschool is opento children 3to 5 yearsold. Child must be potty trained to participate in this program. Children
who meet the above requirements may enroll anytime during the year provided an opening is available.

>The roundup/registration fee is non-refundable. Tuition payments are made one month in advance and are to be
made monthly and due on the first day of each month, beginning August 1 of the current school year. Important!
Thefinal preschool payment is due the first week of April.

>Scholarship. If payment becomes a problem due to unexpected circumstancesi.e. loss of job, illness, etc. please
contact our office. We may have limited outside resources where we may be able to assist you on alimited basis.

>|f your child will not be in preschool for any reason, please let the office or the preschool teachers know.
>Preschoolers will take turns bringing snacks to school. Glass containers are not allowed.

>Parents/guardians are welcome to observe preschool classes, but should first make arrangements with the
preschool teacher.

>Parents/guardians are welcome to help with class parties and outings. Due to the age of our preschoolers, we
restrict thisto adult help only.... no other children.

If your child is suffering from a communicable disease, contagious affliction or any other illness, he/she will not be
allowed to attend preschool due to other children and teachers being put under contractual risk.

>|f your child begins to suffer from signs or symptoms of illness while at preschool you will be asked to pick
him/her up. Do not send your child to preschool if he/she does not feel well. The preschool teachers and/or Parks
Department administrators reserve the right to determine applicable cases. The following are afew examples. fever
(equal to or greater than one degree above normal, 99.6 and up), diarrhea, pink eye, vomiting, severe poisonivy, flu
& chicken pox. If your child ison antibiotic, please be sure they have been taking it at least 24/48 hours before
returning to the classroom.

>Preschoolers cannot enter the classroom until the designated classtime. If you bring your child into preschool
early, you should wait outside the classroom with your preschooler until the teachers come out to get them.
Preschoolers should not enter the building unless accompanied by an adult. The Parks and Recreation Department
and their agents (teachers, office, board, etc.) will not be responsible for preschoolers who are brought into the
building before designated class times and | eft unattended.

>Parents/guardians are to drop off and pick up children in front of the Patricia ElImore Center at the sidewalk leading
to the south end of the building. Children are to be picked up within fifteen minutes from the end of class. A $5.00
late fee will be assessed per child, for each fifteen-minute increment they remain in our care thereafter.

>Preschool classes follow the Greenfield-Central school schedule. When schools are closed for holidays, (unless
told otherwise), inclement weather, etc., preschool will be closed. If schools are delayed in the morning dueto
inclement weather, there will be no morning preschool. If schools cancel afternoon

classes, afternoon preschool will be canceled. Greenfield-Central school closings are posted on Channel 6, 8, and
13; radio stations WIBC, WTPI, WZPL, and WFMS. >Pre-K Program requirements for this offering are:

The child must have missed the school corporations cut off date of July 1 or August 1 (speak to Instructor)
Children we enroll must be within the ages of 3-5 the whole school year.
