Begi nners Pre School is ideal for  
the first  t ime Pre School student.  
The overall object ive is to get 
children familiar ized with a 
classroom environment.  Seat 
work  is used on an as needed 
basis.  This program is offered 
two days per week on Tuesday 
and Thursday with a choice of 
either  morning (9:00-11:30 AM) 
or  afternoon (12:30-3:00 PM) 
sessions.  Program costs are 
$50.00 for  City Residents or  $55 
for  Non Residents per month. 
Pre K  I  is for  families that st i l l  
want to take advantage of 
educat ional programming, bu t 
they have missed the 
k indergarten cu t off date of 
August 1.  This program is offered 
three days per week  on Monday, 
Wednesday and Fr iday (9:00-
11:30 AM).  Program costs are 
$75 for  City Residents and $80 
for  Non Residents per month. 
Pre K  I I  is the same as Pre K I 
and also for  families that st i l l  
want to take advantage of 
educat ional programming, bu t 
they have missed the 
k indergarten cu t off date of 
August 1.  This program is offered 
three days per week  on Monday, 
Wednesday and Fr iday with 
afternoon classes (12:30-3 PM).  
Program costs are $75 for  City 
Residents and $80 for  Non 
Residents per month. 
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TUITION PAYMENTS 
Payments for Pre School are accepted on 
the 1st of each month and each payment is 
due one month in advance. EX: October 1st 
for the November payment.  *There is a one 
time non-refundable registration fee of $35 
due at the time you register your child in 
the Pre School Program. 

CLASS INFORMATION 
Pre School begins the Tuesday after  
Labor Day and runs through the middle 
of May.  Our classes follow the 
Greenfield Central Community School 
Corporat ion schedule unless otherwise 
noted.  If they are closed for  a fu ll day, 
we are closed.  In an instance of a two 
hour delay, AM Pre School classes 
wou ld be cancelled with PM classes st il l  
happening. All GCHS school closings 
are l isted on local TV and Radio 
Stat ions.
