USE AGREEMENT

The City of Greenfield, Indiana, (hereafter “City”) hereby grants permission to the Vernon Township Fire Department (hereafter “Organization”) to use the Greenfield Fire Territory Station 22 (“Station”), facilities and equipment, located at 210 W. New Road, Greenfield, Indiana. 
1.
Terms and Conditions:
A.
Organization agrees to return  all training grounds, facilities, and equipment to  the same orderly condition as it found prior to the start of its course or program and will ensure it is free of all debris, trash, personal items and belongings.
B.
Organization agrees to pay and reimburse the City for any damages caused to any structures, equipment, fixture or any type of personal or real property owned or possessed by the City.
C.
Organization agrees to abide by the guidelines established by the City for the utilization of the facilities and equipment.
D.
Organization may store its property or equipment on City property upon written approval of the Chief of the Greenfield Fire Department or his  duly authorized representative. The City assumes no liability whatsoever if such property or equipment is lost, damaged, stolen or disposed of in any manner. Organization understands it is incurring all risks leaving the property or equipment on City property.
E.
Organization agrees to furnish its own supplies and any other equipment or items used to conduct its course or program. Exceptions made only upon approval of the Chief of the Greenfield Fire Department or his  duly authorized representative.
F.
Organization authorizes the City to seek emergency medical assistance on its behalf, as necessary, and agrees to pay for any and all medical expenses incurred on its behalf.  The Organization shall indemnify and hold harmless the City for any and all such emergency medical treatment rendered and expenses incurred.
2.
It is expressly agreed that the needs and best interests of the City shall always take precedence in the use of its training grounds and facilities and that the Organization shall use such training grounds, facilities, and equipment secondary to any classes or programs being conducted by the City.
3.
The City and its staff make no representation and assume no liability for the suitability or condition of its training grounds, facilities or equipment.
4.
The City and its staff assume no liability and shall not be subjected to claim or suit of any nature, kind or description whatsoever, including costs and expenses, for or on account of any loss or damage to property owned or possessed by the Organization, its employees or other invitees or any injury to such persons which may result under the terms hereof from any cause, including but not limited to the condition of its facilities, training grounds and equipment.
5.
The Organization acknowledges that its representative signing below has the full right, power and authority to enter into this Agreement.
6.
This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding and agreement of the parties with respect to the use of the Station, and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous understandings and agreements, whether written or oral, with respect to such subject matter. 
7.
Nothing in this Agreement, whether express or implied, is intended to confer any rights or remedies under or by reason of this Agreement on any person other than the parties to it, nor shall any provision give any third persons any right to subrogation or action against any party to this Agreement.
8.
Organization shall not assign any of its rights, duties or obligations hereunder without the prior written consent of the City, which may be withheld for any reason, and any attempted assignment or delegation without such consent will be void.
9.
The parties acknowledge that they are independent contractors and that nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to create a partnership, joint venture, franchise, employer/employee or other similar arrangements between the parties. Neither party has the authority to enter into any agreement, or make any warranty or representation, on behalf of the other party.
10.
This Agreement shall be governed, construed, and enforced in accordance with laws of the State of Indiana. Hancock County courts shall have exclusive jurisdiction of any legal action arising out of this Agreement or performance of the Services.
11.
The parties agree that the failure to enforce any provision or obligation under this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver thereof, or serve as a bar to the subsequent enforcement of any such provision or obligation under this Agreement.
12.
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties. No understanding, agreements, or representations, oral or written, not specified within this Agreement will be valid provisions of this Agreement. This Agreement may not be supplemented or amended, except by written agreement signed by both parties.
13.
The invalidity of any section, clause, or provision of this Agreement shall not affect the validity of the remaining sections, subsections, clauses, or provisions of this Agreement.
14.
This AGREEMENT shall take effect upon signing, and may be cancelled by either party by giving written notice to the other party.
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
