The Common Council of the City of Greenfield, Indiana, hereby approves and adopts the “Fiscal Plan”, which Plan is attached hereto and made a part hereof and hereby approves and adopts the specific policies for implementation of the Plan as set out therein.

	SECTION II

Any monies necessary for the provision of services as described and itemized in the attached Plan shall be budgeted and appropriated from the applicable fund pursuant to State law and the City’s budgetary procedure.

	SECTION III

It is anticipated that this annexation will not result in the elimination of jobs for employees of other governmental entities, but in the event it does, then the City of Greenfield, Indiana, shall assist such employees in obtaining new employment, but nothing herein shall require the City to hire any such employees.

	SECTION IV

This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage in accordance with the law.

Beginning at the Northwest corner of said Southwest quarter section, thence South 00 degrees 00 minutes East 669.7 (six hundred sixty nine and seven tenths) feet along the West line of said quarter-quarter section, thence North 89 (eighty nine) degrees 55 (fifty five) minutes East parallel to the South line of said quarter-quarter section to the east line of said quarter-quarter section, thence North 00 degrees 23 (twenty three) minutes East along the East line of said quarter-quarter section to an iron pipe stake at the Northeast corner of said quarter-quarter section, thence North 89 (eighty nine) degrees 38 (thirty eight) minutes West 1326.2 (one thousand three hundred twenty six and two tenths) feet, more or less along the North line of said quarter section to the point of beginning, containing 20.4 (twenty and four tenths) acres, more or less, subject to the right of way for the Morristown Pike and to any easements of record affecting said real estate.
